The Venue

St Ethelburga’s Centre, 78 Bishopsgate, London EC2N 4AG

The Centre is five minutes walk of both Bank and Liverpool Street stations (Zone 1). You can walk over the bridge from London Bridge Station in about 15 minutes.   It is difficult to park near the Centre. If you want to use a car the nearest car park is the NCP - London Rodwell House in Strype Street, London E1 7LF (020 7247 7923).  The Centre is fully accessible with wheelchair-accessible lavatory facilities.

The St Ethelburga’s Centre is a uniquely tranquil space in the heart of the City of London.  Re-launched as a Centre for Reconciliation and Peace having been destroyed by an IRA bomb in 1993, the Centre now hosts a range of events from inter-faith conferences to world music concerts.

Three Renaissance Pioneers: Dufay, Regis, Josquin
What is Renaissance music?  What defines Renaissance style and how can we make sense of it today?  

During the course of this singing day, we will be exploring Renaissance music through the work of three of its most original voices: Dufay – by some considered to be the father of the Renaissance in music; his pupil Regis – a relatively neglected but influential figure; and the genius of the age, Josquin Des Prez.  

The principles of Renaissance music were established by these three composers and their contemporaries, and an understanding of their music is crucial in understanding later masters such as Palestrina, Byrd and Victoria.  

This workshop will be appreciated both by those who have some knowledge of Renaissance music, and those for whom it is still something of a mystery.  Participants should be experienced in choral singing, but no specific experience of the repertoire is required.   

Edward Wickham is the founder and artistic director of The Clerks, a role which he combines with his duties as Director of Music at St Catharine's College, Cambridge and an Affiliate Lecturer at the Faculty of Music in Cambridge.  With The Clerks he has released over twenty recordings of Medieval and Renaissance vocal music and appeared in many of the world’s major festivals.  He is regularly invited to coach choirs and consorts in Europe, the United States and the Far East, and spent several years as the artistic director of The Renaissance Singers of London, and The Orlando Chamber Choir.  

Edward was appointed Director of Music at St Catharine’s College in 2003.  His most recent project there is the establishment at St Catharine’s of the first College-based children’s girls’ choir, which will launch in September 2008.

This workshop coincides with the release of a world première recording of the complete works of Johannes Regis by The Clerks, which will be available to purchase at a special rate as part of this workshop.
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
