MADDIE’S MELODY MAKERS – SEP/OCT 2012
New singing group Maddie's Melody Makers which has just been formed recently performed at a gig in Canterbury, just one of three performances arranged for August.  8 of the 17 current members - who range in age from 9 to early 20s and are all from the East Kent area - were part of a line up of over 20 local acts taking part in a concert in aid of Cancer Research UK held at the Trappiste Restaurant in Canterbury on 22nd August which raised over £450 for the charity on the night. Their set ranged from feel good 80s pop classics like I Can See Clearly Now to music theatre singing solos and a classical piano piece.

Having already spent the summer preparing to perform twice at the Kent Miners' Festival on 27 August, and with plans to entertain the clients at Age Concern, Dover on a regular basis, the group is really getting underway. Members are also signed up to take part in a London singing workshop in aid of the Big Issue this month and joined the choir of the London Youth Symphony Orchestra for its performance of Holst’s Planets Suite in September.

Maddie's Melody Makers has been set up by musician and teacher Madeleine Cordes who is based in Kingsdown, Deal as a natural development of her music education business Maddie 4 Music which was established last year. Maddie 4 Music delivers classroom music teaching in schools in the East Kent area as well as tuition in singing, violin and piano. Maddie 4 Music also launched an open access choir for adults age 16 plus  – the Landmark Show Choir – in Deal in September which has 25 members after only three weeks. Maddie says “it’s like Military Wives’ Choir but with men too – I thought there was a need for a choir like this and everyone is really enthusiastic about the idea”.

Maddie’s Melody Makers is intended for up and coming young talented singers and musicians and experienced adults and music teachers who will mentor the youngsters as well as perform.  Maddie said “We are busy developing a diverse repertoire of group songs, solos and duets across all genres from pop and soul to music theatre in order to entertain our audiences. My vision for the group is that the youngsters are very much part of our future plans and have lots of freedom to choose the music they want to perform and which they think audiences will enjoy.  I am passionate about extending the horizons of our young talented musicians locally by offering them high quality training and performing experiences which will help develop their confidence as well as improve their musical skills”.
